M
uch discussion 
continues to surround 
venue allocation in the 
first round of the VFL 

finals. There is a simple and 
straightforward answer to such 
speculation: it’s still too early to 
announce venues when there  
is still three home and away  
rounds remaining.

Furthermore, the composition 
of the final eight is still undecided, 
let alone the ladder order. What 
AFL Victoria has always said and 
still maintains is that two games 
will be played at Port Melbourne 
in the first week as part of our 
contractual obligation with ABC 
television. But, there is no other 
guarantee for the remaining  
two games.

While the results over the 
coming weeks will be monitored, 
it really is impossible to make an 
assessment until everything has 
been finalised. It would not be fair 
to make a judgement call now  
and then have to alter it because  

of a set of unexpected results  
over the final few home and  
away rounds.

As we witnessed last weekend  
with the top three clubs all losing, the 
VFL competition is extremely even and 
can throw up unpredictable results.

Several prevailing situations  
make it difficult to award home  
finals based solely on ladder position. 
While AFL Victoria would like to 
award clubs which finish with a  
higher ladder position a home final 
in that first week of finals, it is not 
always possible. 

Firstly, Williamstown, which 
currently sit on top of the ladder, 
would not be able to take advantage 
of a home final in the first week as 
Burbank Oval, its home ground, is 
undergoing an overhaul once the 
home and away season concludes.

It would be unfair to expect 
Williamstown, if it finishes in the 
top two positions, to have to play a 
qualifying final at the home venue of 
club that finished beneath them. In 
that regard, AFL Victoria would need 
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to find a neutral venue that meets all 
the competition’s criteria. There are 
clearly many variables when it comes 
to deciding upon finals venues. 

Also, AFL Victoria is mindful of 
what level of support, in terms of fan 
base, has been generated throughout 
the season and also, importantly, the 
condition of the ground.

Put simply, the desire is to play 
finals outside Port Melbourne at 
venues that are well supported and 
where the playing surface is in good 
condition. Another consideration 
as to whether a club plays on a 
Saturday or Sunday is what day  
their aligned AFL club is playing.

Basically, there’s a whole raft 
of variables involved and that’s 
why it’s far easier to wait until 
the home and away season is 
concluded when we can deal with 
facts and not maybes.

Buckling up to keep safe
This year marks the 40th year of compulsory seatbelts in Victoria, which was 
the first jurisdiction in the world to make them mandatory. 

Victoria was the first  
jurisdiction in the world to make 
seatbelt wearing compulsory –  
we were followed by the other 
states by 1972 and then other 
countries across the world. 
Leading up to 1970, there  
was a strong community and 
media campaign calling for  
this safety initiative. 

But there were also silly  
excuses for not wearing seatbelts. 
People were concerned that  
their frocks would be crinkled. 
Others were worried the 
belt would cause injuries, be 
hazardous to pregnant women  
and even cause breast cancer. 

Unfortunately 40 years later, 
many people today are still not 
buckling up and the silly excuses 
continue. In a recent TAC survey, 
people admitted they didn’t wear 
their seatbelt if they weren’t going 
very far. Others said they forgot, 
that it was uncomfortable, or that 
they wouldn’t crash so need not 
bother doing the belt up. 

A quarter of car drivers and 
passengers killed each year in 
Victoria are not wearing seatbelts. 
This is despite research showing 
that seatbelts reduce the risk of a 
crash or serious injury by up to  
50 per cent.

The TAC’s 40 years of seatbelts 
campaign is now on the air and 
you’ll see some familiar TAC ads 
revitalised on television. The 
footy mad dad in the TAC Cup 
advertisements is also part of the 
seatbelts campaign – buckling 
up is the first step in each driving 
lesson with his son.
