
NIRBA Umpiring Panel Guidelines 2010 -2011

Umpiring Panel Guidelines 

 
1. Umpires who officiate in junior games (U13, U15 & U17) must have a current Working 

with Children Clearance if they are 18 years of age or over and do not have an 
exemption (eg, have a child who is an active member of the Association). 
 

2. Umpires must be present 10 mins prior to the start time of a Game and report to 
Umpiring Coordinator. 

a) If late then a Substitute Umpire will be used for the full game and will receive the 
game payment. 

b) If an Umpire is late 2x in a season, they will be taken off the Umpires Panel. 
 

3. Umpires who are not able to fulfil a fixture must advise the Umpiring Coordinator 24 
hours prior to the game so a Substitute Umpire can be arranged.

4. Umpires must be in Association Uniform (Green Shirt or Stripes) and provide their own 
whistle. 

a) The Association will provide a Green Shirt at a subsidised cost of $10 and this may 
be deducted from game payments. 

b) Umpires will not be permitted to officiate if not in uniform and a Substitute Umpire 
will be used for the full game and will receive the game payment. 

c) If an Umpire is not in uniform 2x in a season they will be taken off the Umpires 
Panel. 

 
5. Umpires will be paid at the following rates -  

U13s Games $10 
U15s Games $12 
U17s Games $15 
Senior Games $20 

 
6. Umpiring Fees will be paid on a fortnightly basis by direct credit (Internet Transfer) into 

a nominated Bank Account. 
 
7. Umpires must perform the following duties –  

a) Pre-Game 

Check scoresheet is correctly filled out ready to start the game. 

Check players for Jewellery and long nails. 

b) Post-Game 

Check scoresheet is filled out correctly and sign off. 

Complete ‘Fairest and Best’ votes (3,2,1) on rear of scoresheet. 

Complete ‘Reports’ section on rear of scoresheet if applicable.
