Best and Fairest

Like many clubs up until around the early 1920s, Preston did not normally award a "best player" trophy. Generally the acknowledgements were for "best follower", "best placed man", "best forward", etc. The first sighting of the President's Trophy as the award was known came in 1916, but there could have earlier presentations. During the early 1930s, there was an alternate award, the Porter Cup (donated by a jeweller n High street). The Cup was based on votes by the Sporting Globe reporter at each match rather than club representatives and unfortunately some records over the years have mistakenly included the winner of the Porter Cup rather than the President's Trophy as the "best and fairest".

Goal Kicking
There are no reliable records of goal kickers prior to 1900. In the days when four or five goals would invariably win a match, the only known "gun" goal kickers are Robert Smart with the huge tally of seven in 1893 and J. Henry with 11 in 1895.
