National Teams – Tall Ferns toured Japan in a 3 game 
series and secured their first win against Japan. The

The Children of the World Camp; Turkey, and the 
Basketball Without Borders camp; Singapore, provided 
a fantastic opportunity for some of our youth to feature 
on the world stage.

This year was another busy year for basketball with the 
2010 Koru Tour in January, peaking with the Tall Blacks 
performance at the FIBA Men’s World Championships, and 
maintaining momentum with 37 tournaments throughout the 
country.

Tournaments – 37 well attended tournaments around NZ – 
thank you to the associations who came forward to host this 
year; your contribution is greatly appreciated. Recognition 
goes to: 
 
• Gisborne – who successfully hosted their first

• North Otago - able to host their first tournament for 

some time; 
• West Auckland - stepping up and hosting all Zone 1 

age group tournaments; and 
• Palmerston North hosting the secondary school 

nationals for the 3
rd

Junior Development – 12 teams, and support staff, went 
to Albury on the annual Koru Tour. 
 
Junior Tall Blacks attended the Albert Schweitzer 
tournament in Germany, NZ teams competed in 3 age 
groups at the Australian State Champs (U16, U18, and 
U20s), our U17 men’s and women’s teams competed at the 
FIBA Oceania Youth tournament with both teams making 
their respective finals. Unfortunately both went down to the 
Australian teams. 
 
Palmerston North set the stage for the FIBA Oceania U18 
Championships for both men and women. The Junior Tall 
Blacks and Junior Tall Ferns were unsuccessful against the 
Australian Emus and Gems. 
 
A new opportunity saw a NZ men’s team compete in a FIBA 
3-on-3 tournament as part of the Youth Olympic Games in 
Singapore. 
 
Conference Basketball League (CBL) – welcomed back 
to the BBNZ calendar with a one week tournament. Hutt 
Valley took the trophy over Porirua in the final. The Junior 
Tall Blacks competed as part of their preparation towards 
the FIBA Oceania U18 Championships.
