Individuals on the arena at half-time:
To ensure NAB AFL Auskick at half-time is presented in an appropriate manner, the number of individuals on the ground during this period is limited to the following:

For each NAB AFL Auskick Rules team:

· 20 x players

· 1 x goal umpire 
· 1 x NAB AFL Auskick volunteer (this individuals is also to act as the time keeper)
· 1 x NAB AFL Auskick centre representative
· 1 x NAB AFL Auskick volunteer and a maximum of 3 signage and marker personnel (to remain boundary side once signs are placed on the ground unless instructed otherwise)

NAB AFL Auskick grid games:

· Players

· Field and goal umpires

· NAB AFL Auskick grid volunteers – maximum one per grid game
· NAB AFL Auskick centre representative – maximum one per grid game
· Signage personnel (to remain boundary side once signs are placed on the ground unless instructed otherwise)

* Where possible it is encouraged that teachers of the umpires officiating be involved on the ground to monitor the performance of their training umpires

*NAB AFL Auskick centres will be required to supply parents to goal umpire, assist in placing signage, markers and goal posts on ground and any other duty advised by the NAB AFL Auskick volunteers.
NAB AFL Auskick volunteer presentation:

NAB AFL Auskick at half-time, is sponsored by NAB and as such, all personnel representing the AFL must ensure that they are wearing the appropriate apparel at half-time.  
Each individual will be supplied with the following:

· Red polo shirt
· Hoodie Jacket
· Spray jacket
· Cap
· Swing pass (season ticket)
Resource presentation:

All resources on the ground at half-time must be in exceptional working order.  Each of the AFL Auskick Rules and grid games must be set up with the following:
· Full set of goal posts (no markers for goal posts)
· Goal flags 
· Cones are to be utilised to mark boundary lines (blue) and zones of play (red)

· 12 x signs to be placed in designated areas (please refer appendix section which details signage layout)

· All personnel on the ground are to be wearing the NAB AFL Auskick apparel or white goal umpire jackets which are to be buttoned up at all times.

· Players are to move through the ‘Run Through’ banner/s at the commencement of half-time.

Umpires:

The umpires for each of the AFL Auskick Rules match and grid games will be coordinated through state football departments.  It is imperative that AFL Auskick Rules and grid game officials greet these individuals and ensure they are made to feel a part of the NAB AFL Auskick at half-time experience.   If umpires cannot be sourced through State football departments, the responsibility to umpire will be that of the NAB AFL Auskick centre. Communication is the key to having everything organised on the night. If umpires cannot be appointed to a particular match, the centre must be notified of requirements as early as possible.

As detailed in the tables above, the allocation of ticketing for umpires is as follows:

· 1 x AFL Auskick Rules umpire

· 2 x AFL Auskick Rules guests
· 1 x ticket per umpire per grid match

· 1 x ticket per umpire guest per grid match

· 2 x tickets for umpire coordinator and guest
MCG games – 21 tickets allocated

Etihad Stadium games – 17 tickets allocated

Skilled Stadium – 15 tickets allocated

Umpires have been instructed to contact the home team NAB AFL Auskick representative by the Wednesday night prior to the weekend matches.

Match rules

All AFL Auskick Rules and grid games will follow the match rules as outlined in the NAB AFL Auskick Coaching Manual on the AFL Auskick website.  A copy of these rules will be provided to all volunteers upon request.
Working with children checks:

NAB AFL Auskick volunteers will be required to undertake a working with children check if one has not previously been completed.  Involvement in this program is subject to the outcome of this process and all volunteers must provide the AFL with their approval number.  Children under the age of 18 will not require a working with children check, however whilst completing NAB AFL Auskick duties they are solely the responsibility of their parents. 
Smoking and alcohol consumption:

The AFL seeks to maintain the highest standards in all of its Game Development operations, for which the NAB AFL Auskick program is a cornerstone.  Accordingly, a level of professionalism, social awareness and appropriateness is expected of all AFL Auskick staff, leaders and volunteers in setting the correct social example to participants. 
As a result, the AFL insists that prior to and during the course of NAB AFL Auskick at half-time, all staff and volunteers do not consume alcohol and do not actively partake in smoking around the participants.  Once half-time is complete and the responsibilities of staff and volunteers are fulfilled, they are able to partake in social activities at their own leisure, however not whilst wearing or displaying any AFL properties (including access/entry passes, apparel etc).
 

The AFL reserves its right to assess the appropriateness of the continued involvement of any NAB AFL Auskick staff or volunteer should it come to its attention that any individual is not conforming to the required standards of behaviour.
Responsibility of children:

NAB AFL Auskick staff and volunteers will be responsible for coordinating and supervising those children participating in NAB AFL Auskick activities during half-time of AFL matches at AFL venues. Before and after the NAB AFL Auskick activities, supervision of participating children is the responsibility of the child’s parent/guardian. Accordingly, NAB AFL Auskick volunteers should ensure that during those non-NAB AFL Auskick activity times there is a parent or other responsible person supervising those participants.  Please ensure you avoid one-on-one situations with children at all times.  
Inclement weather:

It is imperative that at half-time, weather conditions must be suitable for playing.  In the case of inclement weather including an electrical storm, you must consult with the AFL Ground Manager to determine if NAB AFL Auskick at half-time is to be cancelled for the children’s safety.  
St John’s Ambulance / medical assistance:

NAB AFL Auskick volunteers are to familiarise themselves with the St Johns Ambulance medical station at each AFL venue. In the event that medical assistance is required, please alert the ground manager or St Johns medical officer on duty as soon as possible. 
Swing passes:

Each half time volunteer will be provided with a swing pass which is to be worn at each match.  It is the responsibility of each volunteer to ensure this pass is utilised in the correct manner.  Swing passes are not to be utilised to access any other AFL matches than those you are scheduled to volunteer at. 
Media passes:

Each venue will be allocated media passes for the duration of home and away matches.  It is imperative that media passes are returned prior to the completion of half-time as lost media passes will not be replaced.  Parents utilising media passes will be required to remain on the boundary at all times.  Failure to comply with this standard will result in the parent being escorted from the ground.
Refer to appendices for a copy of the media pass registration form.

The AFL wishes to advise all parents and minders of participants that at no time may cameras or video cameras be permitted in the children's change room area.
Participant Benefits

For their participation at half time, each player will be given a wristband prior to playing and a certificate of their involvement. The wristband also alerts them to memorabilia items they can purchase online to remember their half time experience.
Transport:
NAB AFL Auskick centres are required to organise their own transport to AFL grounds.  For bus parking, centres are to book prior to their scheduled match.
Etihad Stadium:  Please contact the Security and Parking Office on 8625 7201.



MCG:
Parking is available at the Bus Park (Swan Street – Entrance D).  Bookings can only be made on-line at www.mopt.com.au.  Go to the “Getting There” section. Cost of booking is $20* and payment can only be made by credit card payment only.  Bookings must be made 4.30pm on Thursdays prior to Friday night matches and by 4.30pm on Friday for Saturday, Sunday and Monday matches.

Eligibility and rules:

· Children must be registered in the NAB AFL Auskick program and be in grades 4, 5 or 6.  Preference is to be given to children in grades 5 and 6.
· Children will be required to play in zoned areas as per the AFL Auskick Rules.

Ticketing:

· For each AFL Auskick Rules team up to 60 tickets will be allocated - 20 players and 40 for parents.  Extra seating is not available at any of the venues.  

· Seat ticketing may not necessarily be in the area in which children are playing on the ground.  Ensure you advise you NAB AFL Auskick centre regarding this prior to arrival at the venue.
Notes: 

· The above times may vary and should be used as a guideline only.
· Confirmation of all times and meeting place will be given by AFL Auskick Rules volunteers to NAB AFL Auskick centre coordinators at least two weeks prior to their relative games.  

· The responsibility rests with AFL Auskick Rules volunteers to disseminate the correct information to participating players and parents.

· Parents may be required to assist with the set up of half-time.  Duties may include:  ground set up, set up of signage, goal umpiring and possibly field umpiring on occasions.  A maximum of 5 parents will be required to assist with these duties.  Goal umpire jackets will be provided to parents and will be required to be worn whilst on the ground. 
· If applicable, NAB AFL Auskick centres are required to provide a female parent to assist the girls to change in to their half-time uniform. 
· The children are the responsibility of the NAB AFL Auskick centre and parents.  At no time other than when on the ground are the children to be left to the responsibility of the of the AFL Auskick Rules volunteers.

· We request parents refrain from smoking and consuming alcohol in the presence of children.   NAB AFL Auskick volunteers will have the authority to refuse assistance from any parent under the influence of alcohol.

Some matches including Anzac day may differ from the above times and will be confirmed by AFL Auskick volunteers at the time of contacting NAB AFL Auskick centre coordinators.

NAB AFL Auskick Grid Games – Venue Guidelines
MCG, Etihad Stadium & Skilled Stadium

Introduction:

· Each grid game consists of 2 teams with 6 children per side.

· There will be 8 grid games at the MCG, 6 at Telstra Dome and approx 5 at Skilled Stadium.

· Children will be required to play in zoned areas as per the AFL Auskick Rules.

Ticketing:

· For each grid game there is 1 ticket for each of the12 players and 1 ticket for each of the accompanying 12 parents.

· There will be a further ticket provided for one person per NAB AFL Auskick grid game to assist in coordinating on the day. 

· Extra seating is not available at any of the venues and may not necessarily be in the area children are playing. 

Notes: 

· The above times may vary – they should be used as a GUIDELINE ONLY.

· Confirmation of all times and meeting place will be given by AFL Auskick venue coordinators to NAB AFL Auskick centre coordinators at least two weeks prior to their scheduled game. The responsibility rests with these NAB AFL Auskick centre coordinators to pass the correct information to participating players and parents.

· Parents may be required to assist with the set up of half-time.  Duties may include:  ground set up, setup of signage, goal umpiring and possibly field umpiring on occasions.  Uniforms will be provided to parents and will be required to be worn whilst on the ground.  

· NAB AFL Auskick centres are required to provide a female parent to assist the girls to change in to their uniform.  

· The children are the responsibility of the NAB AFL Auskick centre and parents.  At no time other than when on the ground are the children to be left to the responsibility of the of the NAB AFL Auskick volunteers.

· We request parents refrain from smoking and consuming alcohol in the presence of children.   AFL Auskick volunteers will have the authority to refuse assistance from any parent under the influence of alcohol.

Twilight games and Anzac day matches may differ from the above times and will be confirmed by AFL Auskick venue coordinators at the time of contacting NAB AFL Auskick centre coordinators.
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
