WDNA TACT Programme
Talented Athletes and Coaches Training
Please note there are changes to the TACT Program for 2011 & 2012
Trials:

Players aged between 11 and 14 years (as at 31/12/11) are invited to trial for the TACT Program. Players turning 15 & 16 in 2011 will be invited to trial for teams (to participate in the Smarter Than Smoking Association Carnival) to be held from June 2-4 2012. Please note that this carnival will be held at Wanneroo Districts Netball Association in 2012 and that parents of successful players will be required to contribute 2 hours of time per day to a work roster.
Trials will be held at the WDNA courts on FRIDAY 11TH NOVEMBER FROM 6PM TO 9PM AND SUNDAY NOVEMBER 20TH FROM 3PM TO 6PM. If required a third trial will be held on Friday 25th November from 6pm to 9pm.
You must attend at least one trial to be considered for the program. If you are sick or injured you must produce a medical certificate.  Prior sporting commitments are not acceptable for an exemption.

Talent Identification:

From 6th August to the 3rd September WDNA has arranged for experienced coaches to walk the courts and TID players in the 11&U, 12&U and 13&U competition.  However all players are able to attend the trials, whether they have been identified or not.  Being identified does not give you an automatic in – you must still attend trials.

Who is Eligible to Trial in November:

Players aged between 11 and 14 years (as at 31/12/11) who have played in the WDNA 2011 
Winter competition is eligible to trial.  
Trial Forms:

There is a $10 NON REFUNDABLE FEE to trial for the TACT trials. All applications to attend trials must be attached to a submitted on ONE form by each club.  This means you must apply through your club.  Your club will attach your individual form to their summary form and submit the forms and money by 3pm on September 10th, 2011.   Players MAY NOT register on the day of trials – pre registration is required.  Your club has been given the summary form – please apply through your club.
Completed forms must be returned to the WDNA office together with all monies by 3pm on Saturday 10th September, 2011.  WDNA will not accept forms and money after this time.
Clubs are required to provide 1 helper AND 1 competent umpire for each 7 players attending the trial. The clubs must provide the names of these people when submitting the club trial form summary.  If the club does not provide this information then the form will not be accepted.  Should the named helpers/umpires not attend on the day of trials, WDNA 
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reserves the right to not allow the players to trial.  Therefore you must work together as a club to ensure you have the right people in attendance.
Before the Trials:

Please make sure you check either the notice board on the verandah or the WDNA website. A number will be allocated to you ie #23.  This number is to be written on the outside of BOTH legs in thick black texta nice and big – each number at least 15cm high.  This is to identify you for the selectors.  Names and numbers will go up on the website and notice board by the Wednesday before the first trial (November 9th, 2011) 
PLEASE WEAR ONLY BLACK (OR DARK BLUE) SHORTS AND A PLAIN WHITE TEE SHIRT TO TRIALS.  NO CLUB CLOTHING IS ALLOWED.  SHORTS MUST BE SHORT ENOUGH TO SEE YOUR LEG NUMBER. PLEASE NOTE – NO STRAPPY SINGLETS, TANK TOPS OR LOW CUT SHORTS WILL BE ALLOWED – ATHLETES WILL BE SENT HOME IF NOT PROPERLY ATTIRED.
During the Trials:

When you arrive at the trials you must get your name checked off and make sure your number is correct.

Make sure you bring plenty of water and some light snacks such as a banana or muesli bar. Bring a hat and sunscreen if it is hot and bring a raincoat and change of clothes and big plastic bag (to put your bag in) if it is wet. Your parents and other spectators are not permitted to stay on the court area – they are welcome to sit on the verandah and watch from there.
What happens next:
Successful athletes will be notified by letter advising of your acceptance and also an invoice for fees. You will then return for 4 weeks of skills training and match play commencing on Monday February 6th 2012.   After these 4 weeks MAC squads will be announced.  If successful this means you have been selected as a MAC player – but final teams will not be announced until a few weeks before the MAC weekend.
After squads are chosen you will receive 9 further sessions of skill development and match play.  You will also receive a TACT training singlet to wear to each session.  You and your parents will be required to attend a meeting so that you are both clear on what is required of you as a part of the TACT program.

You will then receive an invoice for the 9 week training block and also the MAC fees.  Please note these invoices MUST be paid by the due date otherwise you will not be able to continue in the program.

There may be several inter-association carnivals conducted during this 9 week block and you are expected to attend all sessions.  A calendar of training times will be issued in February.  All training will be on a Monday night at the WDNA courts.
