The best mates notched up 250 games within a week of each other in the past fortnight, but it wasn't the first milestone the pair have marked together. 

Carroll and Munro, best man at each other's wedding, seem to have been joined at the hip since they first met at Alan Garden Reserve in Tyntynder's under-11 team.
