General Information: 

· Games Time Training (GTT) will be specific to each sport, taking into account the following: Competition Schedule; Venue Availability; Number of competing teams; and the number of teams not competing on each day. 

· GTT will attempt to follow what is common practice for each sport at International competitions.

· Competing athletes and teams will have priority for change rooms and other venue related resources over training teams.
· Teams undertaking GTT will be responsible for supplying their own equipment. (i.e. Balls, shuttlecocks, etc.) Athletics is the only exception, with equipment provided to athletes. M2005 will ensure Field Of Play is available and is of a suitable standard.

· The majority of GTT will be held at official M2005 venues and as such accredited access is required. Participants will be required to show their accreditation to enter the venue/Field Of Play. GTT venue may not necessarily be the competition venue.

· If teams wish to arrange a friendly competition they will have to organise it themselves. Melbourne 2005 Organising Committee will not organise any competition nor supply any officials or referees.
· If athletes require additional training or access to facilities (outside what is provided by M2005), they are to liaise directly with the venue or an alternative venue (alternative venues are available upon request from M2005 staff).
· All additional requirements will be on a user-pays basis. Additional training or access to facilities may depend on availability of the competition venue.
· Competition requirements will take priority over GTT. M2005 reserves the right to alter or cancel any existing GTT bookings.
Games Time Training - Booking Regulations

· Any booking made by a country is subject to the clauses outlined above. These clauses are an excerpt from the M2005 Games Time Training Policy. All Bookings made by teams are subject to this policy.

· All Bookings must be made on the official booking sheet for each sport.

· Booking sheets will be located at the competition office or at a designated location at the venue.

· Bookings will be managed on a ‘first in, first served’ basis.

· Bookings can only be made by a team official from the country for whom the booking is for.

· Bookings will be restricted to the designated session for each sport. Upon completion of a session, a country may be able to extend their booking, provided there is no existing booking in place. A country may, however, make multiple bookings across various days of the competition.

· Booking sheets will only be available during venue operating hours – Bookings will not be accepted outside of these times.

· Games Time Training will only be available during the times specified on the booking sheet. Any team wishing to train outside of these times is responsible for organizing their own activities. M2005 will not undertake any bookings on behalf of a country outside of the specified time.

· M2005 reserves the right to reduce the hours available for Games Time Training based upon the number of bookings received.
· If a dispute arises concerning the scheduling of teams for GTT, and no agreement is possible between the parties then the Original booking/schedule will be strictly adhered to.
