Junior Competition Rules Summary

SPRING 2012  COMPETITION – 14ROUNDS + FINALS
1. The competition will be run according to WWBA Competition By-Laws. (Copies available on the web-site or from the office)

2. By participating in WWBA Competitions, all participants agree to abide by the Codes-Of-Conduct. (Copies available on the web-site or from the office)

3. Players must play a minimum of 51% of the minor rounds to participate in the finals. A competition BYE or opposition forfeit counts as having played, provided that players have signed the ‘Sign-On Sheet’.
4. A competition BYE or opposition forfeit will be awarded as a win, with 3 ladder points and a score of 20 to 0

5. Teams must have a minimum of 4 eligible players on court at the scheduled starting time, if this is not the case, a penalty of 2 points per minute or part thereof will be added to the opposition score.
6. Fill-In players from lower divisions are permitted. These players must be noted on the score sheet as a Fill-In player.
7. An ‘Un-notified Forfeit’ is declared if the game is not started within 10 minutes of the scheduled time. 

8. A forfeit must be advised to, and acknowledged by, the office on (02) 6921-5828 or after hours on 0447 663 925 at least 24 hours prior to the scheduled starting time to be deemed a ‘Notified Forfeit’, otherwise it shall be deemed as an ‘Un-notified Forfeit’. 
9. Three forfeits (Notified or Un-notified) may result in removal from the competition
10. Players must be in uniform after round three of the competition. Players not in uniform will be unable to play.  Uniforms are available for hire from the Association. If Uniforms are hired, the entire team is required to wear them.
11. To be eligible for a particular age group, the player must meet the age criteria for that age group e.g. U/9 = Born in 2003 or later, U/11 = Born in 2001 or later, U/13 = Born in 1999 or later, U/15 = Born in 1997 or later, U/17 = Born in 1995 or later.
