                       REGISTRATION, CLEARANCES and ALLOCATION PROCESS (within the PJFA) 
· The intent of this policy is to have even numbers at each club by controlling player movements.

· All new under 13’s must go through the allocation process.
· Clubs cannot register new players without the consent of the League President.



 (A new player is- A player who didn’t play in the PJFA in the previous year.)
· The penalty for non compliance with the re-registration of players and the registration of new players is - The club will be deducted Four (4) match points from the under 13’s, 15s and 17s.

· Heywood is exempt from the allocation process but must still provide base numbers at Allocation meeting. 
· RE- REGISTRATION PROCESS: 
1. Clubs are then to contact each player and ascertain their availability to play in the coming year. (By phone, in person, registration nights, etc)
2. Clubs are then to register available players online.

3. Clubs may also re-register players who are returning to the club.( Must not of played at another PJFA club)

4. Clubs are then to correlate players into their respective age groups. This is their clubs BASE NUMBERS.
5. Clubs are then to bring their Base Numbers list with all player named to the Allocation meeting. These will then be reconciled with VCFL registered players from the previous year for each club. ( League Secretary to provide VCFL List )
         All these actions have to be done before the allocation meeting (around the 28th of February)

· ALLOCATION/ REGISTRATION PROCESS, New Players:
 Under 13’s
1. Parents to obtain, read, fill in, sign and return a PJFA allocation form. These forms are available from clubs or can be downloaded from the Portland Junior Football Association website.( this is the only form that will be accepted )
2. League President to pickup allocation forms from Sports power on the day of the allocation meeting and bring them to the meeting.( they should be sorted into first choice of clubs with sibling/parent involvement placed on top of each club list)

3. Initial Allocation meeting held on or just after the 28th February. All clubs to be represented by one member only with the league President as chairperson. (Heywood exempt)
4. Clubs to table base numbers (All grades). Player names to be reconciled at this time with VCFL register from previous year. . (League Secretary to provide VCFL List to President )
5. Under 13 Allocation forms received after the  initial Allocation meeting will be allocated by the League President as per League policy. Clubs to be notified.

Allocation of players-     Continued…………

1. Parent or Sibling involved at club. Player allocated to that club.

2. Player/s requesting to play at Heathmere. Player/s  allocated to Heathmere.( This may have to be reviewed  if numbers get to high)
3. Allocation of under 13 players to each club based on club numbers and preferences of players. Clubs are to notify the players allocated to them. (player numbers in each year of age, at each club to be as even as possible after this process)
4. Clubs are to request completed VCFL registration forms from each new player and register same online.
5. Heathmere allocations- 
· Any new player (All age groups) that is allocated to Heathmere but has trouble with travel to the club, assistance will be provided from Heathmere.

· If this assistance can’t be guaranteed then the player can be re- allocated to the club with the next least amount of players at that age level.

· Under 15’s and 17’s-
· All clubs are encouraged to source new players, as per the above definition; these players will be exempt from the allocation process as long as the number of registered players in that grade doesn’t exceed 22.   
 If this occurs, The Allocation process is to be followed. 
· Clubs are to notify League President of any new players before registering them.
· Over age players- (not playing elsewhere) 
If at the completion of allocation, if a team’s numbers are still low, consideration will be given to allow over age players to assist in making up the numbers. This will be at the discretion of the committee. 
· All clubs to be notified of new registrations by the League President.
· All decisions made by this process will be final.

· Clearances:
All clearances will be dealt with by the League President or a nominated person when a conflict of interest exists
1. Club registered players who played with the club in the previous year –
A Player will be able to apply in writing to the league President for a clearance from his club. This document will contain the reasons why the player can no longer play at this club. The league President will consider the players reasons before making a decision .The player and club to be notified. If he/she agrees a clearance should be granted, the player will be allocated via the allocation process. Player will not be able to choose a club.
2. Club registered players who did not play in the previous year-
These players are new players (see above definition) and will be granted a clearance to the club of their choice.
· All decisions made by this process will be final.
