3) Voluntary Club Umpires Session

Again this year the BFUA in conjunction with the MCUG will be holding a Voluntary Club Umpires Session at Saxon House, Ballarat on Wednesday 29th April starting at 7.30pm.
All clubs are encouraged to send their club umpires to this session. As in the past the knowledge gained from this session is invaluable for club umpires who will receive information packs including DVD programs and umpire manuals.

4) Trainers “Training” Session
In 2009 the VCFL in conjunction with AFTEC Australia will be running 4 Football Trainers sessions to Leagues and Clubs in the South West of Victoria.
We will be offering several one day sessions which anyone can attend. These one day sessions are called the Basic Trainers Unit and will provide the basic skills to help a trainer undertake the role at a football club. In order for trainers doing the one day course to receive a Basic Trainers Accreditation Certificate they would need to provide proof of having completed a First Aid Certificate and this could be brought along to the session if the trainer already has it. The First Aid Certificate could also be completed after having done the one day Basic Trainers Unit. Trainers may also decide to just complete the Basic Trainers Unit and leave it at that, however this will not provide Emergency Life Support / First Aid qualifications. 

The two day Basic Trainers Accreditation Course includes a First Aid Qualification.

Both the one and two day session participants will be eligible for the $75.00 VCFL Rebate. One day session participants need to bring a cheque made out to AFTEC Australia for $68.00 and the two day course participants need to bring a cheque for $200.00.  Lunch will be provided.
