Club History

The club was first established in 1999 by a small-dedicated group of AFL parents, including James Walton, Tom Rawson, Peter Knott, Anna Walton, Annette Adams, Sandy Rawson and Leonie Dickinson.  
Initially, the club established three teams in 1999, these being (i) Auskick, (ii) U10s and (iii) U12s.  The U10s won a premiership in the first year and the U12s made the grand final. In the early years of the club, games were played at the Kiama High School grounds.  Once the Kiama Hockey Club vacated Bonaira Reserve to play at Albion Park, the Kiama JAFC started playing its games at its current venue.  
In 2010 the Club had its first player drafted to the AFL.  Jack Mahoney was drafted at number 87 in the rookie draft to the Hawthorn football club.  The club has had many players represent the region and the state since 1999.
In 2013 two former Kiama JAFC members played for the Sydney Swans reserves: Jacob Brookfield and Ben Hoctor..

Note:  This table is incomplete and the club is seeking further information.
In 2012, Zac Hilton was the second player, to reach the 150 game milestone for the Club.  The only other player to reach 150 games was Matthew Rawson in 2008.

The Club has won the Illawarra club championship five times (i.e. 2000, 2002, 2003, 2004, and 2013).  As far as we are aware the Club has won seven premierships since 1999.
The Club has a long history of well skilled coaches.  The most successful coach at the club is David Heffernan with three premierships, followed by Tom Rawson, with two.  The longest serving coach was Mark Houghton-Smith who started with his level one coaching in 2001, got his level 2 coaching qualifications in 2003 and coached until 2013.  Mark will be continuing on coaching with the U18s, which becomes part of the Senior Club in the 2014 season.  In 2011, Simon Williams and in 2013 Dirk Ovenden were  recognised and awarded for their delivery of the Auskick program in the Illawarra.

The Club has been acknowledged for being well administered, with Debbie Brookfield recognised in 2009 by the AFL Illawarra..

Coaches and Training

All of the Kiama Power coaches have a level 1 in coaching, with some coaches having a higher level of coaching qualification.  The club coaches meet at least three times a year to discuss coaching strategies and to share recent coaching advise from the AFL.
Training days and times are set by the Coach and Team Manager.
Training days occur between Monday and Friday.  These arrangements will be posted on the Club website prior to the start of the playing season.

It is expected that children will be suitably attired, and bring a water bottle to training.  It is also expected that parents remain at the ground during the training sessions.

The club will host some all of club training nights during the season.

Team Fairest and Best

The award of Fairest and Best and Runner up Fairest and Best is awarded to each team at the end of the season.  These awards are offered to all teams except Auskick. 
Three sets of votes (3, 2, and 1) are awarded by parents for each team per game.
Parents award the votes to a player who demonstrates:

· great on field behaviour 
· plays a team game

· plays well on the day.  
Children are ineligible for votes if:
· They are unregistered

· The answer back to coaches, team managers  and/or team members
· Argue with the umpire

· Reported by an umpire

· Do not demonstrate team behaviour.
Players are ineligible for the award if they have been suspended by the regional committee or by the club.
Votes are collated by the team manager or a nominated parent and stored in a spread sheet each week.

The Team Manager will notify the committee at the end of the home and away season of the tally of votes for the team.
Pathways to representative football

There are opportunities for members to go through the talented player program and representative football.

Umpires
There are opportunities for junior club members to gain paid work opportunities via the regional umpire program.

No members, including coaches are able to speak to umpires.  The only person able to talk to an umpire is the ground manager.
