Player & Parent Information

Welcome
Bellarine Storm is the elite junior representative program of Bellarine Peninsula Basketball Association (BPBA).  Storm represents BPBA in the Victorian Junior Basketball League (VJBL), and at various Basketball Victoria Country (BVC), and Basketball Victoria (BV) events and tournaments throughout the year. 
It is the goal of the program to enable each player to reach their maximum potential with regard to basketball knowledge, ability and experience whilst encouraging the qualities of teamwork, respect, discipline, fair play and hard work.

Overview
Players who are selected into the Storm program should be congratulated on their achievement and be encouraged to make the most of the opportunities presented to them.

The competitions which the Bellarine Storm participate in are not domestic grades; they are elite levels of basketball featuring the best and/or promising players throughout the state of Victoria.  It should be noted that those pathways to play in state or national competitions (i.e. BigV, SEABL, WNBL, or NBL) usually go through a representative program such as that run by the Bellarine Storm.

Bellarine Storm offer players the chance to be the best they can be on the court, but also offer opportunities for players to learn and develop personal and social values. 

All representative players are required to train and play regularly, irrespective of any other commitments they may have. 
Training is generally held on Sundays, with some teams opting for a second training session during the week.

Teams participate in the VJBL competition (see overleaf), and may also attend various tournaments throughout the year.

Players and parents should recognise that participation in representative basketball is a major commitment; both time-wise and financially, and there are no guarantees of court time.
Please note that ALL Storm players must be currently registered and regularly participating in the BPBA domestic competition (as per BPBA Inc By-laws).

The reason for this rule is: You cannot represent something which you are not a part of.

VJBL Competition

The Victorian Junior Basketball Leagues consists of various levels of competition, Victorian State Junior Championship, Victorian Junior League 1 - 4, North West Conference and Eastern Qualifying.

The competition provides a pathway and extends opportunity to all players, officials, coaches, administrators and spectators to participate in across all levels.

The VJBL is played on a Friday evening at associated venues across the state. Each week more than 1000 teams participate in the competition, making the VJBL one of, if not the largest competition of its kind in the world, offering a graduated system of junior basketball competition. 

The VJBL is made up of associations from right across the state who enter representative teams. In most cases, these teams are selected from a domestic competition that is played at the respective association.

The VJBL Competition is governed by Basketball Victoria. 

There are 3 tiers of competition within the VJBL:

1. Victorian Junior Championship League (highest level of competition) VC & VC Reserve

2. Victorian Junior Leagues 1 – 4

3. Regional Competition: North West & Eastern

The VJBL competition runs three phases of competition over the year.

Player Selection Policy

Bellarine Storm has developed a Player Selection Criteria (available on request).  An overview is provided below.

Players are selected on the basis of: 

· Attendance at tryouts.  Please note that consideration MAY be given to players who submit a written letter of apology (with reason stated) in the event that the player is unable to attend the tryout session/s.  Players who do not attend tryouts, and who do not submit a letter of apology will be ineligible for selection.

· Regular participating player in BPBA’s domestic competition (this is a requirement as per BPBA by-laws)

· Past and present performances in domestic and representative teams 

· General attitude to training and playing requirements

· Availability to meet ALL training and game commitments 

· Willingness to learn. 

· Attitude towards other players, coaching staff and Bellarine Storm representatives

· General behaviour (on and off-court)

· Present stage of physical development

· Outstanding Fees (in the case of a player owing outstanding monies, the said player will be ineligible for selection)

· Performances during tryouts, with players assessed on their knowledge, execution and potential development within the following criteria

· Individual Defence

· Individual Offence

· Aggression & Court Smarts 

· Work ethic

· Transition

· Court speed

· Team Offence

· Rebounding

· Team Defence
