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Leadership Group - Code of Conduct  
 

1) Abide by the Laws of the game, League rules, Club rules and policies – If unsure 
then ask, but follow direction from your Coach and Team Manager. 

2) Support your Coaching staff and Team Manager – Remember without them you 
can’t play football. 

3) Avoid derogatory language based on race, religion, gender or ability – remember 
your teammates look up to you and this type of behaviour will not be tolerated. 

4) Demonstrate good behaviour - Never lose your cool! Beat them by being a better 
person and playing team football. Make the scoreboard count. 

5) Promote team respect: For opponents, umpires, officials and coaches – Be the 
Leader that shows by doing and everyone will follow you. 

6) Support Teammates to follow team rules – Be positive and constructive, not 
negative or aggressive. 

7) Show and promote good sportsmanship – humble in victory, respectful in defeat. 
Take the positives from a loss and improve on them.  

8) Calm your Teammates who are frustrated – Talk to them, pull them away from a 
heated situation. Don’t let them do something to hurt the team. No melees! 

9) Promote: TRAIN AS YOU PLAY – Attend training, train hard, have fun and listen to 
your Coach. Encourage teammates to do the same. 

10) Encourage and help Teammates to develop their skills and fitness – Remember it 
takes a team to win, not a small group of players.  

11) Attend Club functions where you can – Help at functions and make the Club a better 
place to be.  

12) Wear the uniform with respect - keep your uniform clean and tidy. Promote 
teammates to do the same. 

13) Take team issues to your Coach or a Committee Member – If you see a problem and 
need help, tell your Coach or Team Manager, else a Committee Member. 

14) Report bad behaviour of Players, Coaches, Officials or Spectator – Inform the 
Committee before the behaviour gets out of hand. 

15) You’re a Role Model – remember your actions represent the Bundoora JFC. Your 
teammates will follow your lead. Learn and grow as a Leader and show others you 
deserve the job.
