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POLICY DOCUMENT:

Policy Title:   3.1 - Membership Policy

Purpose/Scope:

To further define the membership of the club in conjunction with the constitution. This covers all membership groups and any person wishing to obtain membership at the Woodville District Basketball Club Inc.

This policy may be updated by the board at any time following the constitutional decision making processes of the board. The underlining rights and definitions of the membership groups highlighted in the constitution can only be changed by effect of a special resolution at general meetings.

3.1.1 Life Membership – 

3.1.1.1 Life membership can be granted based on long service to the club. That is, for 10 consecutive years of service to the club as one of the following (but not combined):

(i) A player (in junior or senior competition)

(ii) A coach (in junior and/or senior competition)

(iii) A club volunteer in a defined role. Listed, but not limited to (committee or sub-committee member, team manager, club officials, referees, score-table and/or statistician)

3.1.1.2 Further to the constitutional clause 4.2 (i), the board is willing to accept nomination of prospective life members either by the person themselves or by a person on their behalf where they feel the prospective life member meets the criteria in section 3.1.1.1 of this policy. 

The nomination must be:

(i) Be on the prescribed form, seconded by another life member and lodged with the Secretary (or in the absence of, the chair of the board) no less than 28 days prior to an AGM

(ii) Must outlined details of how the person meets the criteria in section 1.1 of this policy

(iii) Must be accepted by the board and recommended by the board to the AGM

3.1.1.3 Induction into life membership shall be by virtue of a vote at the AGM in accordance with the constitution. Once a life member is accepted, they shall be formally recognized with a plaque and public recognition at the club’s next major event (such as Junior or Senior presentations).

3.1.1.4 Any Life member who is under the age of 18 years, shall be treated as junior members with respect to the rights of junior members relating to annual general meetings and special general meetings. 

3.1.1.5 All constitutional clauses relating to life members apply.

3.1.1.6 Hall of Fame induction and/or playing number recognition can be granted from the life membership group under exceptional circumstances of service to the club in many areas over an extended period of time, generally greater than that of a Life membership service recognition (eg 15 to 20 years or more). The process for considering prospective hall of fame induction and/playing number recognition shall follow the same process as per life membership explained under section 3.1.1.2 of this policy and the club’s constitution.

3.1.1.7 Benefits of Life membership

(i) Rights to receive notices, to debate and vote at AGM/SGM (with the exception of 3.1.1.4 of this policy)

(ii) Life Members card, which may provide access to sponsor discounts and will provide free entry into the club’s Senior Division 1 State League home games (formerly known as CABL) 

(iii) A Woodville District Basketball Club bumper sticker

3.1.2 Individual Membership –

3.1.2.1 Individual members are granted individual membership upon;

(i) Written application to the secretary of the club (or in the absence of, to the chair of the board), seconded by another individual or life member, on the prescribed form (available on the club website)

(ii) Acceptance or rejection of the board as per the constitution

(iii) Payment of the applicable fee outlined in this policy

3.1.2.2 Individual Membership is for a 12 month period only and individual members must re-apply under the same policy and procedure outlined in this policy for each period of membership. The 12 month period starts on 1st of October and ends on 30th of September every year.

3.1.2.3 The fee to become a member is $40 per person flat fee (no pro-rata or discount shall be applied)

3.1.2.4 One individual membership is included in the summer or winter season fees (only once) of a corresponding junior player. The steps set out in this policy (noted in point 3.1.2.1) to become an individual member still apply.

3.1.2.5 All constitutional clauses relating to individual members apply

3.1.2.6 Benefits of Individual Membership

(i) Rights to receive notices, to debate and vote at AGM/SGM

(ii) Individual Members card, which may provide access to sponsor discounts and will provide free entry into the club’s Senior Division 1 Premier League home games

(iii) A Woodville District Basketball Club bumper sticker

3.1.3 Junior Membership – 

3.1.3.1 A junior membership is granted automatically to a registered player in the club who is under the age of 18 years of age and shall remain a junior member as long as they remain to be a registered player of the club.

3.1.3.2 Should the player turn 18 years of age during a membership period, they shall apply to be considered as an individual member and apply the applicable fee in order to become an individual member and receive the benefits of individual membership

3.1.3.3 All constitutional clauses relating to junior members apply

3.1.3.4 Benefits of Junior Membership

(i) Junior membership card, which will provide free access to the club’s Senior Division 1 State League home games
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
