Norfolk Island 2001 was the first time archery
has ever been successfully held in a South Pacific
Games competition as a medal sport.

The programme was designed to enable all standards of archer to feel
comfortable, and compete confidently alongside those who may be
more experienced. The opportunity to compete in both the Target and
Field Archery disciplines was a particular highlight.

The Target events were held on a new oval at the Central School,
while the field event was held in the beautiful bush and rolling
countryside of the Melanesian Mission at Headstone.

A Field event was included in the programme for all to experience 3D,
marked and unmarked events. Hopefully, archers from other island
nations will take the experience home and add another dimension, a
rather testing but enjoyable dimension, to archery in their country.

There were a total of 23 Archers altogether, 17 men and 5 women, a
statistic that will need to be addressed in the future.

Competing in 3 events for both compound and recurve bows, a total of

12 gold medals were up for grabs in this competition. The final medal
tally was as follows:

Tahiti was the dominant nation in this competition winning a total of
10 medals, 5 of which were gold. Jerome Hilleret (TAH) stood out in
the men’s recurve competition, along with Didier Gras (TAH) while
countryman Jean Gooding (TAH) consistently edged out Laurent Clerte
(NCL) in the Compound section. Shanti Cook (FIJ) took three gold in
women’s compound section and Marie Ange-Soero (NCL) took the
three gold available in the women’s recurve events, to ensure that
medals were spread around.

From the smaller nations, Sifa Taumoepeau (TON) surprised his more
experienced opposition to win 1 silver and 2 bronze medals in the
men’s recurve competitions. Jonno Snell and Chrystal Graham took a
silver and bronze for Norfolk Island in the men’s and women’s
compound bow competitions.

The archers from Tahiti and New Caledonia were of a very high
standard and had plenty of depth in their teams. With Archery on the
Program for the 2003 South Pacific Games and the 2004 Olympic
Games, this sport has every chance now to develop a strong presence
throughout the Pacific Region.

But as an event that seems not to be so popular, so only
two participants in each category. At the end of the race, which was about 2 hours
after the start, two athletes were remaining. In the men’s Pradeep Chand of Fiji won it
in a time of 2:08.05 sec. However in the women’s events Angela Keogh of Norfolk
Island walk proudly past the finishing line, that wasn't the only honour she would
receive, she would also receive the honour as being the first Norfolk Isiand athlete in
the 6™ South Pacific Mini Games to win a gold medal for her country.

The athletics meet saw the old and the new participate and take honours on behalf of
their countries at being the best within the South Pacific. There were a few surprises
during the games when new games records were made, national records were
broken and personal goals were achieved.



Vaite Bounhoure of Tahiti may have lapped Siaroka Kaiea of Kiribati in the 5000m,
but Siaroka completed the course in 24:57.70 sec. She was honoured for completing
the course, also with the knowledge that she had set a new 5000m National Record.
So participating and completing the course of the event had achieved the spirit of
true sportsmanship.

Like the Olympic Games we saw the fastest men and women during these games,
and at the 6™ South Pacific Mini Games we saw Peter Pulu of PNG take the honour
of being the fastest man within the South Pacific. Peter clocked a time of 10.67
seconds, which was 0.23, seconds faster than second placing. The women’s 100m
final saw Makelesi Bulikiobo of Fiji take the honour of being the fastest woman in the
South Pacific clocking a time of 12.26 seconds. '

Off the frack and onto the field events, mainly in the throwing events where our
power throwers from within the Pacific region participated. James Goulding of Fiji
won the men’s Javelin with a throw of 71.90m. James was short of the games record,
which was set by himself in 1997 in American Samoa during the 5" South Pacific
Mini Games. Bertrand Vili of New Caledonia aiso took part in the Javelin and was
placed second with a throw of 63.78m. Bertrand went on to win gold in the Shot Put
and set a new games record of 16.81m, breaking the old one by 0.20m. After winning
the Shot Put, Bertrand participated in the Discus and again won ancther gold medal
for his country with a throw of 49.41m, only 1 centimetre of the games record.

Also in the Women's
competition saw the individual women playing good on one day and not so good the
next, it seemed that a few players preferred the early morning starts rather than the
afternoon start. However this did not affect players like Vaea Frogie of New
Caledonia, who had four good days finishing the tournament with a score of 315
points.

The overall tournament was organised very well, the draws were done the day
before, and the spirit of the games were amongst all the players and officials. Every
was helping each other achieve the highest goal that they could achieve. Coaching
was done after each day, players that needed improvement were assisted and
progressed on to the following day of competition.

On that
note a special mention shouid be made of the 50 bail kids and their
coordinator, JoAnn Guest, line umpires and chair umpires who so
willingly contributed much of their time in often trying conditions.

Under the excellent guidance and direction of referee David Smith,
another of the highlights of the tournament was the standard of
officiating. The standard of chair umpires in particular was the highest
qualified array of umpires ever assembled at a South Pacific Mini
Games - reflecting the ever-growing importance of this tournament.
