President’s Report
My first year as president has proved very interesting and challenging.  The changes of CEO at BACT reached four in my first eight months in the role.  This I hope is now settled and we will see some stability in this area in the future.

Much of my time has been involved in liaising on many issues with BACT and other clubs on the strategic direction for basketball within the ACT.  Many strategy sessions resulted in a redeveloped mission and directions document for Basketball ACT both senior and junior matters.

A lot of my other roles have been involved in operational issues that have arisen over the last 12 months.  These were issues of both strategic and operational significance at the time but opened my eyes to the fact that as a sport we still have a lot of maturing to achieve.

As a club we need to consider our own part of the whole of basketball in Canberra.  We continue to compete at the top level and have athletes and officials represent at the highest levels.  To maintain this competitiveness and effectiveness as a club, we need to draw on all of our resources within the broader club and community.  Our volunteers do a great job in getting teams on the court and participating well each year.

Balancing the books and keeping the sport affordable for all is a challenge.  The help of sponsorship and fundraising has helped offset these costs but we intend to extend this activity further next year.  To do this we call on others to volunteer their time to help with these activities.
We have 32 teams in both juniors and seniors, competing in local competitions.  This means about 270 members in the club plus their family and friends.
Thanks to all the committee and team volunteers for their work over the past year.  We are saying goodbye to Michael as Treasurer and Bec as Secretary, after several years in their roles with the club.  We thank them and wish them well and let them know they will always part of the Wests family.  We would love to hear from others willing to help.

As mentioned, the Club accounts are tight, due to several factors – mainly the reduction in junior receipts and in sponsorship. This has affected our cash flow, and the Committee has taken measures to address this – but any and all good ideas are welcome.
One key achievement this year was to establish a new bank account with NAB, which has a community organisation fee free account, which has a two-to-sign online payment feature. This will finally allow us to move away from the cheques, the only way we could transact the previous account.

Senior Vice President’s Report
In the 2014 Championship Season the Club again fielded eight senior teams – four in the senior premier divisions and four in the senior social grades.  After agonising defeats in the previous year’s grand finals, the Premier 1 men’s, Premier 1 women’s and Premier 2 men’s sides all took out the titles.  The success didn’t stop there, with the social grade teams coming to the party as well and of our eight senior teams, seven made the finals series (in addition, the Premier 2 women, A grade women, C grade men and D grade women), six made the grand finals (in addition, A grade women, C grade men and D grade women) and four were premiers (in addition, C grade men).

The Club Trivia Night held in August 2014 was a massive success for the Club with over 150 people attending and around $2,000 being raised.  The senior men and women did their part to drive the event and thanks also goes to Club Registrar Carrollyn Wall for her help with questions and on the night.  There are plans to run a similar event in July or August this year, so stay tuned.

B-ACT again held the Summer Slam and Summer Open competitions in place of the 2014-15 Summer Premier League competitions.  Wests was again well represented, with 14 players and coaches taking part in the Summer Slam and the club fielding one men’s and two women's teams, including a group from the Canberra Netball Association as part of their pre-season, in the Summer Open.
The 2015 Championship Season has commenced and Wests once again has eight senior teams involved; Premier 1 Men, Premier 1 Women, Premier 2 Men, Premier 2 Women and our ongoing core of four teams in the Belconnen social grade competitions: Monday D grade women, Wednesday B grade men and the Thursday A grade men and A grade women.
In addition to our Club sponsors, throughout 2014 and 2015, the senior men's program has had continued financial support from local financial planning company MoneyMechanics, which has helped to keep costs low for our Premier men’s squad and once again provided some new uniforms for the club.  Thanks to MoneyMechanics for their ongoing sponsorship.
As always, none of this could be achieved without help from our volunteers, so thanks go to the following people: in the social grades, Karissa Cooke, Ben Jongsma, Jeff Kitchener and Natalie Boak who continue do a wonderful job of managing their respective teams; in the Premier Divisions, Tony Plunkett and Jerry Lee on the men’s side, and Kate Tominac, Jon Harris, Sally Potter and Dennis Khanthavivone on the women’s side.
