Mr Evans said he also gained some
valuable information about the premier-
ship match which was played against
Rockbank.

Collingwood-St Kilda match where Barry
Breen kicked a point late in the match to
take the cup for the year.

Rockbank took their case to the tribunal
but the case was dismissed as the mark for
the final point was taken before the bell.
