TERMS AND CONDITIONS
EXHIBITOR TERMS & CONDITIONS

This Contract is subject to all terms and conditions of the lease Agreement entered into between the Organiser and the venue. Submission of the Exhibitor Contract constitutes an Agreement between the Organiser and the Exhibitor at such time as it is accepted and executed by the Organiser. 

Upon submission of this Agreement the Exhibitor expressly agrees to fully indemnify and hold forever harmless BMI, the State Basketball Centre of Victoria, additional sponsors, other trade show exhibitors and their respective officers, employees and agents for any and all claims, losses, damages or injuries of any kind whatsoever; arising out of or in any way related to this Agreement or the subject matter of this Agreement, specifically including but not limited to claims, losses, damages, or injuries resulting from or alleged to have resulted from the negligence of BMI, the State Basketball Centre of Victoria, additional sponsors, other trade show exhibitors and their respective officers, agents and employees. 
In the event of claim, suit, loss, damage or injury to which this indemnification agreement applies, the exhibitor agrees to pay for the defence of BMI, State Basketball Centre of Victoria, additional sponsors, other trade show exhibitors and its officers, agents and employees against such claim, suit, loss, damage or injury, such defence to be provided by counsel of BMI. 
The Exhibitor further assumes responsibility and agrees to indemnify and defend the association and their respective employees and agents against any claims or expenses arising out of the use of the exhibition premises.
COMPLETE AGREEMENT

This Agreement contains all the terms and conditions agreed on by the parties hereto, and no other agreements, oral or otherwise regarding the subject matter of this Contract shall be deemed to exist or to bind any of the parties hereto.

JURISDICTION
This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of the State of Victoria. The courts of Australia and the State of Victoria shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any legal action that may be brought by one party against another party which relates in any way to this Agreement or the relationship between the parties.

INSURANCE & SECURITY

Exhibitors must ensure their exhibits are safe in all respects. Exhibitors must at all times:

1. Keep clear and unobstructed routes to emergency exits

2. Keep cables, wires, pipes, equipment etc. positioned so as not to present tripping hazard’s.

3. Keep clear of all fire-fighting equipment, fire alarm points and ensure they know emergency exit locations, fire-fighting equipment and fire alarm points.

4. It is in the best interest of the Exhibitor to ensure they have Public Liability Insurance.

The Organiser, its employees, members and the venue shall not be held responsible for any loss, theft, damage or injury to property or persons arising out of this Agreement, the Trade show or from any other cause whatsoever. Should Exhibitors cause any damage to the venue through their actions or inactions either directly or indirectly the Exhibitor is responsible to make good the damage so caused.

CANCELLATION POLICY

The Exhibitor must notify the Organiser in writing no later than 01 January 2017 should the Exhibitor intend to cancel or withdraw from the exhibition. Should the Exhibitor cancel or withdraw prior to 01 January 2017 the Exhibitor will be refunded 50% of booth hire fees. Should the Exhibitor cancel or withdraw after 01 January 2017 the Exhibitor will forfeit 100% of the fee paid.
EVENT CANCELLATION

The Organiser shall not be liable for damages or expenses incurred by Exhibitors in the event the Conference & Trade Show is delayed, interrupted or not held as scheduled. If for any reason beyond the control of the Organiser, the show is not held, the Organiser may retain so much of the amount paid by Exhibitors as is necessary to defray expenses already incurred by the Organiser.
EXHIBIT HOURS
The Organiser shall determine and publicise the exhibit hours the facility will be open to the industry during the Conference and Trade Show. Exhibitors will be admitted to the venue two hours’ prior the show opening times and must ensure that their space are ready for the Conference opening. Spaces will be ready for the installation of exhibits at 9:00am Wednesday 08 March 2017 and must be in place no later than 8:00am Thursday 09 March 2017. Exhibits cannot be dismantled until 5:30pm Friday 10 March 2017. 
EXHIBIT DELIVERY

The earliest date exhibit material may be delivered to the venue is 9:00am Wednesday 08 March 2017. Shipments must be prepaid.

EXHIBIT DISPLAYS

No signs, partitions, apparatus, shelving etc. may extend more than 8 feet above the floor along the rear of an exhibit. Exhibitors will not be permitted to erect signs or display products obstructing the view or disadvantageously affecting the display of other exhibitors.
EXHIBITOR LIABILITY

The Exhibitor is entirely responsible for the leased space and shall not injure, mar or deface the premises. The Exhibitor shall not drive, nor permit to be driven, any pins, nails, hooks, tacks or screws into any part of the venue. 
Furthermore, Exhibitors shall not affix to the walls or windows of the venue any advertisements, signs, etc. or use tape or any other adhesive-type material on painted surfaces. The Exhibitor agrees to reimburse the Organiser, Venue Managers and/or the Facility for any loss or damage occurring to the premises or equipment.
AISLES & COMMUNAL

The aisles, passageways, communal areas and overhead spaces remain under the control of the Organiser, and no signs, decorations, banners, advertising matter or exhibits will be permitted in those areas except by written permission of the Organiser. All exhibitors and personnel must remain within the confines of their own allocated spaces.

BOOTH ALLOCATION

Trade Show Booths are allocated in order of the date the Agreement is received. All contracts must be accompanied by payment in order to be considered. Contracts without payment will not be processed.

BOOTH DIMENSIONS

Dimensions and locations of each booth are believed to be accurate but only warranted to be approximate. The Organiser reserves the right to revise floor plan in the best interest of the show. Booths are assigned only to the company that signs the application. No subsidiaries, distributors, manufacturers etc. will be permitted to share, advertise, distribute literature or in any way occupy any booth or part of any booth assigned to that Exhibitor. 

SPACE & SUB-LEASE

The space contracted for is to be used solely by the Exhibitor whose name appears on the Contract and no portion can be sublet or assigned without received express written permission from the Organiser. The Exhibitor shall forfeit right to the space, all prepaid rentals and, upon demand, pay any rent balance owing to the Organiser for failure to occupy or use the space or to have the exhibit completed and in place by the opening of the show. The Organiser reserves the right to relocate the Exhibitor. 
PRACTICAL DEMONSTRATIONS

Any Exhibitor wishing to hold practical demonstrations must apply to the Organiser in writing no less than 28 days prior to the event and the application must by approved by the Organiser in writing prior to the commencement of the event. 


BOOTH RESPONSIBILITIES

Exhibitors must ensure that all sound, fumes, odours or other disturbances arising from their space does not cause annoyance to other exhibitors or delegates. In the event of any dispute, the decision of the Organiser shall be final.

OVERSIZED OR HAZARDOUS GOODS

The storage of any oversized goods is not available. The use and/or storage of any flammable liquids or fuel within the Trade Show is not permitted. 
Exhibitors with heavy, large or bulky equipment should make themselves aware of any restrictions that exist due to venue constraints or as a result of the construction of the Trade Show Area and its approaches. Such restriction may be as follows: low ceiling height, access door widths, upper floors, no lift or small lift, staircase width or direction of flights, access for loading and unloading; other such limitations. 
If any doubt exists in the Exhibitor’s mind, contact should be made with the Organiser well in advance of the Conference. The Organiser reserves the right to request the removal of any exhibitor’s material or stand if in the organiser’s considered opinion it constitutes a hazard.

SHOW DIRECTORY

Exhibitors are provided with one listing per contract. Additional company listings are available at an additional charge per listing. 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES

Exhibitors, their employees, agents and/or guests shall not consume any alcoholic beverages except in designated areas at designated times throughout the event. Violation shall be grounds for removal from the Exhibition without refund.

RESTRICTIONS

The Organiser reserves the right to restrict or remove exhibits, without refund, that have been falsely entered, or are deemed by the Organiser unsuitable or objectionable. This restriction applies to, but is not limited to, noise, P.A. systems, persons, animals, birds, things, conduct, printed matter, or anything of a character that might be objectionable to the show or the Organiser.
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
