HILL TOP LADIES WIN A THRILLER IN PENALTY
SHOOT OUT VICTORY OVER CROOKWELL

In one of the most gripping Grand Finals in recent history, Hill Top AAW Premier
women out-lasted Crookwell in the 2017 H.S.A Grand Final, taking out the grand final
3-2 in a penalty shoot-out, after the game finished 1-all after 2 periods of extra time.

The Hill Top girls dominated possession for the majority of the first half, and were
finally rewarded at the 30 minute mark with an excellent goal from Julaina Pudney
after good lead-up work from Tayla Parsons. The Crookwell girls defended grimly for
long periods, with Hill Top failing to capitalize on a couple of other good chances to
take a slender 1-0 lead into the half time break.

The second half slowly saw the momentum swing Crookwell’s way, with the ladies
from down south leveling up midway through the second half, courtesy of a goal from
their captain Annie Croker following an inch-perfect cross into the box.

Both teams had chances to take the lead as the match drew to its conclusion, with
two additional periods of extra time unable to split the deadlocked 1-1 score-line.
Hill Top coach John Parsons made an important call in switching Paris Bruce into
goals for the penalty shoot-out, with Paris’ extra height/reach being seen as a key
factor in giving the Kookaburras an advantage over Crookwell’s smaller goalkeeper.

The coaches call proved to be a masterstroke, with Paris pulling off two strong saves

Hill Top Under 13’s came within an inch of providing the Kookaburra’s with a grand
final double, going down 2-1 to their season long rivals Bundanoon, in a game that
had spectators on the edge of their seat until the referee blew the final whistle.

An early Bundanoon goal was immediately countered by a brilliant 20 meter volley
over the ‘keepers head by Hill Top’s Rachael Behan - a goal which had the Hill Top
supporters in raptures. The contest see-sawed back and forth during a frantic first
half, before Bundanoon’s Tyson Robb received the benefit of the doubt on a tight
offside call to put the Rebels in front 2-1 in the lead-up to the half time break.

The second half saw both teams have a number of good chances, although Hill Top’s
finishing ability in front of goal hurt them, with a number of shots sailing high over
the goals, or drilled straight at the Bundanoon Keeper, making his job a whole lot
easier.
