
                       
Conditions of Entry to Alice Springs Basketball Association 

 

 Management reserves the right to refuse entry 

 Persons gaining authorized access to the Stadium or its surrounds may be liable for 

prosecution 

 Patrons who cause a disturbance, or refuse to comply with requests made by staff will be 

evicted from the Stadium and its surrounds. Refusal to leave the premises will result in 

Police action 

 The use of mobile phones and cameras in toilets and change rooms is prohibited 

 No animals permitted (except guide dogs) 

 Persons who bring valuables into the stadium do so at their own risk 

 Smoking is not permitted within 2 metres ( 6 feet 6 Inches) of a door way  

 The Stadium caters for all food and Beveridge requirements.  Commercial fast food is not 

permitted in the Stadium 

 Stadium doors are to remain closed at all times – unless opened by Management 

 Exits must be kept clear at all times 

 Foot wear must be worn at all times 

 NO Bubble gum or chewing gum allowed into the venue 

 Children must be closely supervised by an adult (18+ years). If a child cannot identify their 

designated guardian, parents will be phoned to collect their children 

 Basketballs must not be used while competition is in play.  This includes bouncing, throwing, 

catching 

 Spectators/players using a ball courtside will be asked to stop. If this behaviour continues 

they will be asked to hand the ball to Management for collection on departure or to leave 

the stadium 

 No swearing, offensive or abusive language 

 No verbal or physical intimidation or threatening behaviour accepted – refer code of 

conducts 

 T-shirts, singlet to be worn at all times during competition and events 

 Courtsiding is prohibited. (Courtsiding is the practice of transmitting information from 

sporting events for the purpose of gambling, or of placing bets directly from a sporting 

event.) 

  Anyone who is suspected of Courtsiding will be asked to cease immediately 

 Anyone who continues to courtside will be ejected and barred from the venue 

 Respect the facility and other users at all times
