MID SEASON REPORT

Race for the fi ve takes shape
The race for the fi nals spots are taking shape after the 
fi rst ten weeks of the season. Sale, Maffra, Moe & Drouin 
have separated from the pack and look destined to form 
the top three come season end. Drouin have only lost to 
the top three sides so far in 2019 but their percentage 
still sits below 100% despite having 7 wins from their 
fi rst 10 matches. History says that nine or ten wins will 
secure you a fi nals spot and the Hawks have Warragul, 
Wonthaggi and Morwell at home in the second half of 
the season. If they can win those games they will be 
back in the fi nals for the fi rst time since 2016. Leongatha 
round out the fi ve at this point in the year and with some 
midfi eld cavalry expected to return in the second half 
of the season they will be hoping to hold on to this spot. 
Their fi nal round match away to Bairnsdale could be vital 
to their fi nals makeup with the Redlegs sitting in sixth for 
most of the fi rst half of 2019. The Maroons are the only 
other realistic chance at this point of the year to push into 
the fi ve but history is against them with the 2016 Drouin 
side the only team in the past decade to make the fi nals 
after only posting three wins in their fi rst 10 matches. The 
2016 Hawks (3 wins), 2011 Parrots (5 wins), 2010 Parrots 
(4 wins) and 2009 Hawks (5 wins) are the only sides in 
the past decade to have claimed a fi nals spot after sitting 
outside the fi ve after round 10.  The 2016 Drouin side and 
2011 Leongatha side are the only teams in the 10 team 
era to do this. Bairnsdale sit with four wins but have only 
played nine matches with the makeup game against Sale 
to come.

Sale have been the side to beat so far in 2019 with their 
only loss coming at the hands of rivals Maffra in the Good 
Friday Battle of the Birds. While it was a comprehensive 
win to the Eagles the footnote to the match was that Sale 
were missing two of the Leagues top 10 and arguably 
top 5 players in Kane Martin and Jordan Dessent. All 
eyes will be East on July 14th as Sale host the Eagles in 
a Battle of the Birds where a victory could give Sale one 
hand on the minor premiership. Moe have had their ups 
and downs so far with a streak of four unbeaten to start 
the season followed by three losses and now another 
stretch of three consecutive wins. The Lions look like 
they have a solid list and age profi le that could challenge 
this year. Their biggest hurdle will be making sure they 
get the double chance come fi nals and have their stars 
like Spencer White fi t and fi ring in September. In the past 
decade the premiers have come exclusively from the top 
three sides meaning that the race for the double chance 
will be exciting to watch come the second half of 2019.
