	1. Players, managers, coaches and support staff are to gather with their allocated team/club representative.

2. The nominated representative is to conduct a head count and when the total is correct, take their group QUICKLY and CALMLY to the south west area of the allocated carpark.

3. The representative in charge must then complete a role call and report any missing person IMMEDIATELY to the tournament co-ordinator.

4. Geelong Softball Association committee will coordinate a sweep of the park, checking toilets, dugouts, clubrooms and refreshment areas for any missing person.
