You are
expected to attend these sessions if you wish to be included in the final team selections.

It will be the coach’s decision for squad selection with the support from CBA.

e PLAYERS MUST PHYSICALLY ATTEND and COMPLETE at least one trial. *any exceptions
must be emailed to colliebasketball@gmail.com

e Players maybe considered for a squad after the trials, for reasons new to the sport, and not
aware of the competitions and any inclusion is at the discretion of CBA and coaching staff. CBA
promotes being open and inclusive for all our Junior Basketball Players.

¢ Additional trials may be necessary pending numbers

e Coaches apply and are appointed by CBA committee

e Squad is selected and the final team selection is determined by the coach with the assistance if
needed by a CBA committee member (neutral selector is recommended)

e Successful squad players whom are not considered at the first carnival are encouraged to train
with the team as they may be considered for the selection at Country Champs.

e If a squad player is not a representative at either carnival, then the $50 is refunded.

ASSOCIATION & TEAM RULES

e Players are only eligible if they are financial with both Basketball WA & Collie Basketball Assoc

e Travel & Accommodation — Regionals players to organise travel with either team or individual.
Country Champs All Players are expected to stay as a team at the accommodation organised
by CBA.
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e Country Champs - regardless of fixtures 2 nights of accommodation is included in the charge. This
IS because fixtures are available only with 1 — 2 weeks’ notice, however booking needs to be secured
months in advance.

e Team managers/coaches need to be aware of your whereabouts at all times, and will stay with their
team.

e There will be a specific light out. No one is to leave their rooms after, unless it is an emergency.

e Where possible teams will be grouped together in the accommodation always with at least one adult
present in the room.

¢ Mobile phones are to be left in the kitchen facilities of your room once lights out has commenced.

e Any person under the age of 18 is not permitted to consume alcohol whilst away on this weekend.

e All pool rules must be followed whilst using the pool in the complex.
