SENIOR COACHES AND PLAYERS

CODE OF CONDUCT
This Code seeks to promote and strengthen the reputation of the Craigieburn Football Club by establishing standards of performance and behaviour for the Club’s players, officials, football club members and supporter groups.

Senior Coaches and Players must:

· aspire to be good sports and to conduct themselves in a professional and a responsible manner both on and off the field;

· look out for their mates when socialising both at Club premises and away from the Club;

· present themselves for matches and training sessions in an acceptable state of fitness;

· attend, punctually, all matches and training sessions;

· wear appropriate apparel to all matches and functions as directed to by the Committee;

· report to and follow the advice of the trainers in relation to any injuries suffered by a player;

· attend any rehabilitation programmes or sessions they are directed to attend;

· look after Club equipment, property and premises.

· show respect for others including umpires and EDFL officials;

· attend after match functions at the Club following home games;

· give prior notice to coaches should they not be able to play, attend training sessions or social functions; and

· injured, suspended or unselected players must contribute to the Club by actively participating in activities that support the club on game days and training nights;

· refrain from excessive drinking and taking of illicit drugs; 

· respect the rights, dignity and worth of every person regardless of their gender, ability, cultural background or religion. 

Where a breach of this Code is committed any disciplinary action will be determined by a Disciplinary Committee.

The Disciplinary Committee will comprising at least two members of the Committee, and another person nominated by the Committee.

Where the breach involves a serious matter including but not limited to abusive or offensive behaviour, the Disciplinary Committee shall include an independent person nominated by the Officer in Charge at the Craigieburn Police Station.  

SANCTIONS
Players/Coaches- sanctions could be up to significant fines, suspension from playing/coaching and/or banned from the Club.

The level of the sanction will depend upon the seriousness of the breach of the Code.
