6. Be a good sport. 

Applaud all good plays whether they are made by your team or the opposition.
Treat all participants in your sport as you like to be treated.  Do not bully or take unfair advantage or another competitor.
Cooperate with our coach, teammates and opponents.  Without them there will be no competition.
7. Not use Drugs or undertake prohibited practices

Do not possess or use prohibited drugs or participate in any other practices prohibited by the policies published by Basketball Australia from time to time.
8. Behave in an orderly and respectable fashion at all times. 

You are a representative of ABA and are expected to behave in a manner as to not damage the integrity or good character of this Association and basketball as a sport.

9. Adhere to coaches requests.
