NETBALL JUNIOR COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT
As a person representing (insert club name) as a netball junior coach, you must meet the following requirements in regard to your conduct during any activity held or sanctioned by (insert club name). 
· Treat all players with respect at all times.   Be honest and consistent with them.  Honour all promises and commitments, both verbal and written. 

· Promote a climate of mutual support and respect among your players.   Encourage players to respect one another and to expect respect for their worth as individuals regardless of their level of play. 

· Encourage and facilitate players’ independence and responsibility for their own behaviour, performance, decisions and actions.   
· Involve the players in decisions that affect them.   

· Determine in consultation with the players, what information is confidential and respect that confidentiality.  

· Provide feedback to players in a caring sensitive manner to their needs.  Avoid overly negative feedback.  

· Refrain from any form of personal abuse towards players.   This includes verbal, physical and emotional abuse.   Be alert to any forms of abuse directed toward your players from other sources while they are in your care.   (Abide by Netball Victoria Member Protection Regulation).
· Refrain from any form of harassment towards your players.  Treat all players fairly within the context of their sporting activities.
· At all times use appropriate training methods which will benefit the players and avoid those which could be harmful.   Ensure that the tasks, training, equipment and facilities are safe and suitable for age, experience, ability and physical and psychological conditions of the players.   

· Ensure that the players time spent with you is a positive experience.   All players are deserving of equal attention and opportunities.  Provide training and game opportunities that ensure everyone has a reasonable chance to succeed and to improve/acquire skills and develop confidence.   

· Discourage the use of alcohol, tobacco and illegal substances.    

· Recognize individual differences in players and always think of the player’s long-term best interests.  

· Set challenges for each player which are both achievable and motivating.  

· At all times act as a role model that promotes the positive aspects of sport and netball by maintaining the highest standard of personal conduct and projecting a favourable image of netball and of coaching at all times.   

· Respect other coaches and always act in a manner characterized by courtesy and good faith.   

· Accept and respect the role of officials in ensuring that competitions are conducted fairly and according to established rules.    Know and abide by netball rules, regulations and standards and encourage players to do likewise.   

· Make a commitment to providing a quality service to players.   Provide a training program which is planned and sequential.   
· Be fair, considerate and honest in all dealing with players.   

· Be professional in, and accept responsibility for your actions.   Your language, presentation, manners and punctuality should reflect high standards.   

· Refrain from any behaviour that may bring the Club into disrepute.   

· Do not use your involvement with the Club to promote your own beliefs, behaviours or practices where these are inconsistent with those of the Club.    

· Demonstrate a high degree of individual responsibility, especially when dealing with persons under 18 years of age, as your words and actions are an example.   
· Avoid unaccompanied and unobserved activities with persons under 18 years of age, whenever possible.  
· Follow the advice of a physician when determining if an injured player is ready to recommence participation (training or play).
· Teach your participants / players that rules of any activity or game are mutual agreements which no one should evade or break.
· Consider the way you involve your participants/players - look to maximise the activity time of all. Avoid over-using the talented ones. The "just-average" participants need and deserve equal time. Provide training and game opportunities that ensure everyone has a reasonable chance to succeed and to improve /acquire skills and develop confidence.
· Remember that children participate for fun. Never ridicule or yell at your players for making mistakes. Remember, positive reinforcement and encouragement are imperative for boosting the self esteem and confidence of your players. Set realistic standards and objectives.
· Ensure that activities, equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are appropriate to the age and ability of the players.
· Be reasonable in your demands on your players' time, energy and enthusiasm. The scheduling and length of practice times and competition should take into consideration the fitness level and the needs of your players.(avoid overtraining)
· Demonstrate and assist participants to develop respect for others, including officials.
· Follow the advice of a physician when determining if an injured player is ready to recommence participation (training or play).
· Ensure your training sessions are based on safe and sensible/appropriate coaching principles.
· Make a personal commitment to keep yourself informed of sound coaching principles and the principles of growth and development of your players ie by updating accreditation, attending workshops and courses.
· Be a positive role model.   

· Show concern and caution towards others who may be sick or injured.

· Maintain strict impartiality. 

· Maintain the confidentiality of matters between you as the Coach and the Netball Committee at all times and respect that confidentiality. 

· Resolve conflicts fairly and promptly through the Clubs Dispute Resolution Procedure.  
· Report any grievances promptly to the Netball Executive, to be dealt with confidentially using appropriate procedures.   

· Understand the repercussions if you breach, or are aware of any breaches of this Code of Conduct.
