Duration of competition shall be four (4) days.

The organising committee shall provide a training session in the competition venue on the day prior to the commencement of the Tournament.

Team Nomination 

Each countries region may enter one team of females that shall be a maximum of twelve (12) players and one team of males that shall be a maximum of twelve (12) players. 

If visiting regional teams are requesting billeting then the maximum team size will be ten (10) players for both the female and male divisions.
4.2  
Team Documentation 

All participating teams shall bring to the Preliminary Meeting of the Tournament, documents confirming each of their players proof of age and student bona fide.


Referees

Chief Referee  -  the Chief Referee shall be appointed by the Regional Volleyball Association where possible.

A technical meeting shall be held immediately prior to the Preliminary Meeting to discuss rules and interpretations.  All referees and coaches should be present at this meeting.

Attendance 
All students who participate in the Tournament must remain in the host state for the duration of the Tournament and be bound by all Tournament arrangements.


Billeting / Accommodation
Commercial accommodation is the preferred style of accommodation of the visiting players.  It is the Host Region’s responsibility to provide information regarding the style, type cost of accommodation and the distance from the playing venue to all visiting regional teams.  

If visiting regional teams require billeting the host organisers are to be contacted by November, the year preceding.

Tournament Organisation

5.1
The Host Region is responsible for formulation of the Tournament budget.  The budget is to be published three (3) months prior to the Tournament.  Appendix D contains a sample budget and Levy Calculation form.


The organising committee shall provide qualified first referees for each match.   The organisers where possible, will appoint the following personnel for officiating duties in all round matches.  Teams may be rostered for duty if insufficient personnel are appointed.

General Regulations

The Tournament shall be played under the Official Rules of Volleyball as issued by the International Volleyball Federation (FIVB) except where herein stated.

After the conclusion of the round matches, where two or more teams are equal on competition points, the ladder shall decide by assessing sets.

International score sheets to be used for all matches, copies of the score sheets to be made available immediately after matches.

Match results to be posted daily.

All match balls shall be provided by the Host Region and is not to be included in the Tournament budget.

The net heights shall be in accordance with the current standards set by the FIVB.

The twelve substitute rule shall be employed. 

The minimum on court warm up time shall be fifteen (15) minutes.

One Libero player is allowed per set and will be identified by a different playing shirt or a “bib”.

6.2  
Draw and Timetable
a) 
The most practical arrangement is to have the male and female divisions played on separate courts.

b) 
Minimum time allowance for each match shall be 90 minutes.  Warm up time and procedure shall be ratified at the Pre Event Meeting.

c) 
All participating teams shall be entitled to a rest period of at least 90 minutes between matches.

The 90 minutes to be from the end of the previous match to the commencement of the team’s next match.

d) 
Teams will not be obliged to play any more than two matches 
on any one day.

e)
The Host Region shall conduct a draw for the Tournament using the following draw format and by considering the rules outlined in Section 6.2(f).

Single Round Robin, Semi finals and minor and major Finals

A model draw for 4 teams is contained in the appendices.



f)
Rules for the construction of the draw:
Early and late games are to be distributed evenly across all competing teams.  Teams should play on each day of the Tournament.



Matches should not be blocked as one gender at a time.  Rather, there should be a mix of male and female matches so that, where possible, teams from the same Region are able to support each other.


Where possible, the draw should cater for:

a)
Teams from the same Region should not play in the same time slot;

b)
All matches of one gender should not be played in the same time slot.  However, if there is a conflict between the two points above, a) should take precedence over b).



Host Region to have the flexibility to schedule host teams around the Opening Ceremony.

Gold medal playoffs and Test Matches are rotated each four (4) years, male final game commencing in 2010 (North Island – New Zealand hosts), female final game the next four (4) years commencing 2014 (North Island – New Zealand hosts.
The draw shall be published to all competing regions one (1) month prior to the Tournament.

At the conclusion of the Finals and Presentation Ceremony a Test Match will be scheduled between Australia and New Zealand (male and female).  Such matches are to be played at different times, if possible.

Jury

7.1  
The Jury shall be the highest disciplinary authority and shall be constituted only for the duration of the Tournament.  Its verdict shall be final during the Tournament.

The Jury shall consist of the Host Region Organising Chair, Chief Referee and a Court Manager.

At least one (1) member of the Jury shall be present at each match.


The Jury shall deal with all complaints and protests on organisational and disciplinary matters.

7.4  
The Jury shall have the power to resolve complaints and protests and take disciplinary action against players for any infringements of the Codes of Conduct by FIVB and School Sport.  The Jury shall, if it deems necessary, report any misconduct by Officials to their Regional sports association.

All protests arising from matches shall be resolved on court (On court protest resolution), by one member of the jury, after consultation with match and team officials.  Players shall be permitted to continue ball work whilst the protest is being resolved.

Selection Committee

At the completion of the Round matches, an Australian and New Zealand team shall be selected in both divisions.

Selection Committees for each male and female divisions, to consist of coaches from the competing regions.

Where possible, selections are to be derived by consensus.

A maximum of ten (10) players are to be selected in each of the National teams in each division.

The Coach and Manager of the highest finishing place of the Australian and New Zealand regional teams will be the team officials for the Test Matches

Trophies, Awards

Perpetual trophies shall be kept by the winning Region of each section and returned at the next Opening Ceremony. 

9.2
Gold and silver medallions are to be awarded at all Tournaments for the first and second placed teams in both the male and female divisions.

9.3
Most Valuable Player (MVP) awards will be presented to the best male and female players of the Tournament.  Trophies for these awards are to be included in the Tournament budget.  Certificates will be presented to the players who are judged the Best Server, Best Spiker, Best Blocker, Best Setter, Best Receiver and Best Back Court for the Tournament, in both the male and female divisions.  Individual players can win multiple individual awards.
9.4
Players selected in the Test Match teams shall be presented with a playing shirt.  Twelve (12) shirts per team are to be included in the Tournament budget.  The playing shirts are to be numbered 1 – 10.  Official shirts are not to be numbered.

Opening and Closing Ceremonies shall be conducted as planned by the Host organising committee.
