Coming from Tel Aviv and the north:  

 

Head to B.G. Airport on Route1.  Pass the exit for the airport and Lod. Take the 

Modiin exit. Continue approximately 10 km (after the mini-tunnel) until the Shilat 

Intersection. 

Turn left at the traffic light onto 446.  

Go 4 km (pass the community of Lapid, on the right) and make a left into 

Hashmonaim. 

Enter through the main gate. As you approach the turn, you should see the baseball 

field on the left. 

Go completely around the first traffic circle as if you were leaving Hashmonaim and 

park on the right, in front of the Yeshivah's Beit Midrash.  

 

Coming from Jerusalem: 

  

Via Route 1: 

Exit at Latrun, turn right onto route 3 and proceed through Park Canada  for about 2 

km and turn left towards Modiin. 

Follow the road (Hashmonaim Blvd.) passed the Azrieli Mall and passed the train 

station, all the way through Modiin (about 10 minutes) until you get to Route 443. 

Turn left and immediate right at the Shilat Intersection (route 446).  

Go 4 km (pass the community of Lapid, on the right) and make a left into 

Hashmonaim. 

Enter through the main gate. As you approach the turn, you should see the baseball 

field on the left. 

Go completely around the first traffic circle as if you were leaving Hashmonaim and 

park on the right.  In front of the Yeshivah's Beit Midrash.  

 

Via route 443  
Proceed past Beit Horon towards Modiin. After going through the military check-

point, continue past the Maccabim-Reut traffic light. Next is the (double light) Modiin 

- Shilat Intersection.  

Make a right there onto route 446. 

Go 4 km (pass the community of Lapid, on the right) and make a left into 

Hashmonaim. 

Enter through the main gate. As you approach the turn, you should see the baseball 

field on the left. 

Go completely around the first traffic circle as if you were leaving Hashmonaim and 

park on the right, in front of the Yeshivah's Beit Midrash.  
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
