It is most certainly true that the in-
terpretation of the rules of AFL football varies between 
umpires, games and even leagues, however the very 
nature of the modern game and the constant alterations 
of the rules at the top level makes the job of umpiring 
a tough one.
And don’t worry, all the on-field woes of every game 
in the MPNFL football world come through this office 
from all levels of all our competitions on a weekly ba-
sis. While every issue is taken seriously (as it should be) 
the upshot of this feedback as far as the bigger picture 
goes is that our umpiring body – Southern Umpires As-
sociation – does a very good job. The professionalism 
that is associated with the SUA has always been highly 
regarded outside the MPNFL and used as a benchmark 
by neighbouring leagues.
That, of course, does not mean umpires and umpiring 
should not strive to keep improving, but we believe 
that the SUA and its members should be acknowledged 
and congratulated for their ongoing commitment to the 
game within our region.
Interleague football is fast approaching and the MPNFL 
is, and always has been, among the most supportive 
members of the VCFL when it comes to putting their 
best sides on the park in search of the representative 
glory. Interleague triumphs have always been pursued 

and celebrated keenly and that commitment was en-
hanced in 1995 when members of the former South 
West Gippsland League joined the MPNFL. 
The SWGFL also held a tradition of fielding its absolute 
best team and brought that culture across with it.
Former SWGFL and MPNFL interleague stalwart and 
current Doveton Football Club president, Stuart Batten, 
summed up how players feel about interleague football 
pretty well during an interview in the Pakenham Ga-
zette several years ago.
“I loved my interleague. Why wouldn’t you want to 
play the best football you can with the best players in 
the league and then go out and have a beer with them 
afterwards? I’ve made life-long friends from interleague 
football.”

MPNFL v O&M In Review
The Victorian Country Championships have been part 
of representative football in the state since 1954 giv-
ing the best players from regions to match themselves 
against each other with the ultimate prize being ac-
knowledged as the best region of the state. MPNFL or 
Mornington District as it was known in the early days 
has had its ups and downs in the competition and at 
times participation has been questioned particularly in 
the 1960’s when it was decided not to send a team to 
the competition at all, remarkable given the high im-
portance of representing your code can give.
 
Since amalgamation of the leagues in 1987 the MP-
NFL have taken this championship challenge seriously 
rarely sending anything but their best teams, however 
their opponents this year Ovens and Murray have been 
somewhat of a large hurdle to conquer, only having 
played them on three occasions, 1994, 1999 & 2004, 
they have won all of the 3 contests. Today we look at 
these contests in some detail.

The first clash was in 1994 when the two teams met 
in the semi final of the Vic Health Country Champi-
onship at Wangaratta. The MPNFL team was made up

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What you see on TV 
doesn’t always apply to 
Country Football
Each and every Friday night around 8.30pm or 7.30pm 
if the broadcaster wants to show the game live we get 
comfortable in our chair to watch what is the first game 
of the round in the Australian Football League (AFL). 
We get fully involved in the telecast as it was a Satur-
day afternoon and you’re watching your local football 
team; you yell at the TV, question the umpire’s deci-
sions, clap the great marks and either feel great cause 
your team won or throw your hands up in the air cause 
they let the game slip.
Travel forward 12 or more hours and you’re all fired up 
watching your local footy team when the same things 
happen on the field as you saw on TV last night, the 
umpires either pay a free kick or let the game continue. 
Week in week out the umpires are asked a number of 
question during the game or in the social rooms after 
the game to clarify a decision for a player or supporter 
only to be advised that the rule only applies in the AFL 
and has not been introduced into the Victorian Coun-
try Football League (VCFL). It was only last week I was 
asked by a supporter after the game “are we paying that 
stupid Advantage Rule like they do in the AFL”, yes was 
the reply and the supporter then said when you got that 
decision right…. 
Which begs the question what rules are different?

VCFL has been granted exemptions to the Following 
AFL Rules.
Counting of players, Order off Rule, Suspended Playing 
Coaches, Free Kicks - Deliberate Rushed Behind, Free 
Kicks - Hands in the Back and any player listed on the 
team sheet must be at the ground, dressed in football 
playing attire and ready to take the field if called upon.
