Overview

In line with the 2015 – 2017 strategic plan, Lacrosse SA believes consistent increase in junior (U8 – U18) player numbers are vital for the growth of lacrosse in South Australia and Australia. 
Lacrosse SA wants to see each club able to play one another in all junior and senior grades on any given day and channel junior growth into senior divisions. 
To gain awareness of each South Australian lacrosse club junior and senior development undertakings, Lacrosse SA require a development report from each club. 
The reporting structure consists of three development reports due to LSA by 31 March, 30 June and 31 October. The reports produced will see clubs satisfy development requirements for Lacrosse SA (LSA) for the 2017 season. Submission of each accepted Development Report to LSA by the respective due dates will result in a $100 rebate/report.

The report will consist of sections that outline the processes the club has undertaken and propose to undertake to ensure development in junior and senior numbers. Although this report is primarily focused on gathering information regarding junior development and current status, LSA encourage clubs to include further information regarding senior development as well.
